Welcome to All Saints’ Episcopal Church as we celebrate the nativity of  Jesus Christ.

A note about the Gospel reading: The Gospel tonight is from the King James Version of  the Bible. In 1604, at the request of  King 
James I of  England, plans were approved for a new translation of  the Bible into English. Work began in 1607 with 47 scholars, all 
from the Church of  England, organized into six groups, using the Bishop’s Bible of  1568 as the basis for this revision. In 1611, the 
King James Version Bible, also known as the Authorized Version, was published. Today, more than 400 years since its initial 
publication, the bestselling King James Version (KJV) of  the Bible is considered one of  the most influential and beautiful works of  
literature in the English language. 


A note about receiving Holy Communion: All who claim Christ as Lord are always welcome to receive the sacrament of  Holy 
Communion in this church. Come forward at the direction of  the ushers. Receive the consecrated wafer in the palm of  your outstretched 
hand. To receive a gluten-free wafer, please cross your hands palms down. Pick up a small cup of  wine when it is offered and place the 
empty cup on the tray at the corner of  the rail. Another alternative is to take the wafer only. If  you are not receiving communion, you 
may cross your arms over your chest and receive a blessing.
