out into the sewer? But what comes out of the mouth proceeds

THE HOLY COMMUNION

A note about receiving Holy Commmunion: In the Episcopal Church, we understand that
Christ is “really present” in the bread and wine provided from God’s table. All who claim
Christ as Lord are always welcome to receive the sacrament of Holy Commnnion in this

church. Children are welcome to receive communion at the discretion of their parents.

Come forward at the direction of the ushers. Receive the consecrated wafer in the palm of your
outstretched hand from the first person who comes to you. To receive a gluten-free wafer, please
cross your hands palms down. Wine may be received by lightly dipping the bread into the small
cup in the center of the plate/ paten from which you received the bread. Alternatively, you may
choose to drink from the larger cup/ chalice which the next person will offer you. Receive the
consecrated wine by guiding the offered cup to your lips and sipping. Those who distribute the
wine will wipe the chalice with a food safe sanitizer and turn it for the next person after each
person receives. You may also decide to take the wafer only. If you choose not to receive
COmmunion, You may cross your arms over your chest and receive a blessing as your presence is
a blessing to all of us. Once you have been blessed or received commmnnion, yon may offer a

short prayer and then return to your seat.

If physical limitations make it difficult to come forward, please let an usher know that we may

have the honor of bringing communion to you.
